We held a dedication ceremony in October for the
Velma Leeper Prairie Garden, celebrating the
establishment of a restored Indiana prairie on agency
property just west of the Hospice Home. This project
involved the
assistance of
students from
Homestead
High School
who helped
build an arbor,
bridges, and
other elements
added to enhance the prairie garden. A troop of area
Boy Scouts worked tirelessly on at least two occasions
to mulch the many pathways within the prairie. Gifts
from the Leeper family and other donors helped make
this beautiful garden a wonderful place of wildlife
refuge and a peaceful pathway for visitors to our
facility.

The agency received a generous amount of financial
gifts in 2010 through individual memorial contributions
designated on behalf of those we had the privilege to
care for. We were also supported by individual and
corporate donors, foundations, and friends who
attended and financially supported four fund-raising
events to benefit our agency in 2010: The Festival of
